 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1World Languages Immersion Experience Documentation Form
Participation in an intensive immersion experience is one of the most important and meaningful ways of developing competence in a world language. In preparation for the required proficiency exam, students seeking certification in French, German, and Spanish must participate in an approved immersion experience that emphasizes prolonged and intensive interaction within the target language and culture. 

Students must complete and document the immersion experience within three years prior to, and no later than July 15 of the summer immediately preceding the first semester of the professional sequence.

The minimum length of the immersion experience must be equivalent to one semester or four consecutive calendar months. Summer immersion experiences will not be permitted unless the experience spans a minimum of four consecutive calendar months. The experience must involve significant interaction and day-to-day functioning in the host language and culture. It must involve use of the target language on a daily basis, such as in college-level courses or a training program, or a work experience. The immersion experience need not involve attendance in an academic program only, but may take some other form such that the language of routine communication is the target language. Simply living with relatives or traveling as a tourist is not considered an immersion experience for the purposes of admission to these world language programs.
