The current scheme used in SFS for creating project IDs (PRJXXXX) is running out of combinations. Therefore, on May 13th newly created projects will be numbered AAAnnnn where n = number. The letters and numbers will grow incrementally until ZZZ9999. The project ID after AAA9999 will be AAB1111. Existing projects will maintain their original number.
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
